2011-2012 Nomination and Application Instructions

Nominations of outstanding Career and Technical Education (CTE) programs are due June 30, 2011.  The nomination form signifies your intent to participate in the Governor’s Career and Technical Education Exemplary Standards Awards. Each nominated program must complete a local review for exemplary programs prior to submitting final application for the Governor’s award.

How is CTE Program defined for this award? 
Individual CTE programs that include a required sequence for program completion may be nominated. For example, a two-year Horticulture Sciences program in Agricultural Education may be nominated. The entire Agricultural Education in a school, center or division is not nominated nor is the entire CTE program in a school, center or division. 

What documentation is required?

Documentation required to support each standard indicator is listed in a chart at www.vcef.net . Documentation will be compiled and posted to a Web site by March 1, 2012. No paper documentation is required and none will be accepted.
May prior year(s) data be used in documentation?

Yes. The most recent data available are expected as part of the documentation and may be from school year 2009-2010, 2010-2011 and 2011-2012.
Will all nominated programs receive a site visit? 

No. Finalists selected in the application review process will have a site visit and interviews to determine award recipients.
