Career and Technical Education Student Organization Scholarship Applicants
2012
Thank you for your interest in a VCEF scholarship. These competitive scholarships are offered to encourage Virginia students to continue pursuing the career and technical education program they began in secondary schools.  One $1,000 scholarship will be considered for each of eight CTE related student organizations, including Future Educators of America.

Applications are reviewed and evaluated for completeness and strengths of applicant with emphasis on CTE student organization participation at local, regional, state, and national levels and future career plans tied to the CTE program studied in high school. The top ranking three to five applicants are interviewed by phone, and the winner is announced at the state leadership conference of the CTE student organization. Announcement of the winners will be posted at the VCEF and KnowHowVirginia Web sites with a photo if available. Upon verification of enrollment by the college selected by the scholarship recipient, a check will be sent to the college to be applied to the student’s account.

It is the applicant’s responsibility to see that all parts of the package are completed. All forms needed are in one package. Pages 1-3 are to be completed by the student. Forms are Word documents and may be downloaded, saved with your file name, and completed on your computer and printed for signatures. 

Before you give Pages 4 and 5 to the school personnel to complete, insert your name, school, and date. Please provide an envelope and ask the individual to put the form inside, seal the envelope, sign across the sealed flap, and return it to you. Allow them as much time as possible in advance of mailing the packet. It is your responsibility to collect the envelopes and your letters of recommendation and assemble a complete packet for mailing.
